The music festival site is on approximately 100 acres of the Sunrise Ranch in a hay field 
sometimes also used for cattle grazing. The ground cover is newly mowed grasses mixed 
with sporadic areas of dry dirt; dirt or two-track roads leading from within the field to 
several junctures with Larimer County Road 29; and bordered by natural buffers. The area is 
cradled between forested lands to the west, Green Ridge Glade Reservoir to the south, a 
large geological formation known as a hogback*  to the east, and an extended stretch of 
agricultural and grazing lands to the north.  
 
Sunrise Ranch is in a protected bowl known as Eden Valley that is located approximately 5 
miles due west of Wilson Ave and 50th Street in NW Loveland Colorado. The surrounding 
area is comprised of large tracts of land owned by public and private entities. The City of 
Loveland Water Treatment Plant is located at the south base of Green Ridge Glade 
Reservoir. A small community of single-family homes is located south and west of the 
Reservoir. The nearest neighbor of Sunrise Ranch is to the north, the Eden Valley Institute. 
To the east are stone quarries owned by Masonville Stone Quarry and Arkins Park Stone.

Both 

hazards will be a primary planning focus for this evacuation plan, but planning for the other 

frequently occurring hazards will also be included, such as severe weather. The planning 

focus of this document also considered the impacts of previous natural or human-caused 

disasters that have occurred on or near the Eden Valley or had a significant impact on the 

people or environment on or near Eden Valley. The Declared Disasters History5 list was 

referenced and it shows that since 1965, Larimer County has had the most federally-

declared disasters out of all counties in the State. This situation is mostly due to rainfall

and/or snowmelt in the major watershed that feed three large river systems within the 

County and the large amount of wildland urban interface6 land leading to significant wildfire 

potential.  

A. Limited Access 

In addition to natural and human-caused hazards, the Eden Valley and Sunrise Ranch are 

prone to impacts caused by another risk, namely the limited ingress and egress into the 

area. Although not a natural or human-caused hazard, limited access to Eden Valley / 

Sunrise Ranch, both ingress (to) and egress (from), causes a significant planning challenge to 

developing an evacuation plan for this area. The limited access is a result of the presence of 

only one surface road, Larimer County Road 29 (CR 29) that serves the Eden Valley. This 

road connects Larimer County Road 27 (CR 27), also known as Masonville Rd (between CR 

38E and Hwy 34) and Buckhorn Rd (north of CR 38E), and US Highway 34 (See Figure 2). 

The evacuation efforts planned for CR 29, will attempt to overcome some of the challenges 

of moving many vehicles off the Sunrise Ranch property and out of Eden Valley as efficiently 

and as effectively as possible. However, one surface road serving in this capacity will never 

be as effective as using two or more roads for evacuation. Other than the construction of a 

second roadway serving Eden Valley, there is no permanent solution to addressing the 

limited access to or from the valley. Additionally, CR 29 will be used by emergency vehicles 

to enter Eden Valley, further congesting traffic and complicating an already challenging 

situation.

This would be implemented by turning both lanes of traffic into Southbound lanes. LCSO will 

coordinate this modification with the Festival Management Team.

B. Flooding 

Flooding in Larimer County occurs frequently and on numerous occasions has had 

devastating impacts to land in flood zones, in watersheds, or in low-lying areas. Floods can 

be caused by overwhelmed waterways (riverine), by heavy rains moving to low-lying areas,

Eden Valley does not have a significant river or potential for riverine floods to contend with 

but the valley does serve as a lower section of a watershed that feeds into the Big 

Thompson River, which is located to the south of the valley. All of Larimer County 

experiences sudden heavy rain storms (squalls) that sometimes stall and continue to drop 

huge amounts of rain in short durations. 

The Buckhorn Creek has frequently been overwhelmed by waters in the Masonville area and 

has caused secondary but minor flooding into the Eden Valley. The Big Thompson River, 

which overflows its banks more than once every 10 years, does not serve as a direct threat 

to the valley. However, CR 29 is served by a bridge that crosses the Big Thompson River

Á Heavy rains that produce localized, low-level flooding that inundate the low-lying 

areas in the valley and overtop CR 29. 

Á Flooding of the Buckhorn Creek that overtops CR 27 and eliminates the use of CR 27 

for accessing the valley from the north.

E. Hail Storms

to mid-September. Larimer County receives the highest frequency of large hail in North 
America and most of the world.

H. Severe heat 

In context of a multi-day, outside music festival, severe heat events do not elicit the same 
immediate response as other hazards such as floods, fires, etc. but can be as high risk or 
greater than those other hazards. Generally, heat-related injuries and causalities out 
number causalities caused by other hazards. Larimer County can experience multi-day 
temperatures in the high 90s to low 100s with single digit relative humidity, which can be 
significantly taxing on people and pets who are outside, in the sun, and who may or may not 
be adjusted to the elevation. Injuries caused by severe heat should be aggressively 
prevented through public education efforts on how to stay hydrated and cool, specifically 
targeted to the festival attendees. Food and drink vendors are encouraged to display 
education materials that include tips on how to stay hydrated and cool.

I. Wildland Fires 

Larimer County will continue to experience severe wildland fires that burn thousands of 

acres each year. Forests that have not burned in recent recorded history are primed for 

future fires. In combination with dry lightning storms (lightning without rain) and low 

relative humidity, the conditions in the summer are perfect for large, fast moving forest 

fires. Additionally, human presence is more common in remote areas of the forests, and 

campfire carelessness or intentional actions are becoming more frequent. The Larimer 

County Hazard Mitigation Plan indicates that over 50,000 properties in the Loveland and 

Fort Collins area have some risk of being in a wildfire within the next 30 years.

J. Smoke from Wildland Fires  

Wildfire smoke is comprised of a mixture of gaseous pollutants (e.g., carbon monoxide), 
hazardous air pollutants (e.g., polycyclic aromatic hydrocarbons), and particle pollution, 
which are a public health threat. The smoke will also contain toxins produced by burning 
buildings, the contents inside those buildings, propane and fuel tanks, vehicles, chemicals, 
and many other items commonly found in a home or business.

Sometimes the particles produced by fires are too small to be seen but are still presenting a 
hazard. The rule of thumb is: If you can smell a fire, you are breathing its toxins. Once 
inhaled, these particles can affect the lungs and heart, and cause serious health effects.

K. Fire at the Music festival 

There will be some potential for an accidental fire to occur in any number of places at 
Sunrise Ranch or Eden Valley. Fires could occur in: 
Á Vehicle (car or RV) 
Á Camping Tent 
Á Cooking Vendor / Food Truck 

Á Grasses and Ground Cover 
Á Buildings and Temp Structures 

 
Except for burning buildings that are not part of the festival, these fires should be addressed 
by trained event staff with the appropriate extinguishing agent while 9-1-1 is contacted with 
the following information: 
Á Location of the fire 
Á What is burning 
Á Location and number of trapped victims, injured victims 
Á The gate number for arriving emergency service vehicles 
Á What actions event staff are taking 

 
Festival attendees should be immediately instructed on actions necessary to prevent injury 
and what to do to make way for emergency response vehicles and personnel. This may also 
include coordinating an evacuation from the Eden Valley. Event coordinators and 
emergency service officials should then decide on a άgo, no-goέ for event continuation 
based on situation status / investigation findings.

Based on geologic observations and 
characteristics of faults located in the region, seismologists predict that Colorado will 
experience a magnitude 6.5 earthquake at some point in the future, with a potential for 
significant structural damage to occur.

Following an earthquake, event staff investigate for damages to roads, fields, and 
infrastructure (power supplies, communication systems, cooking equipment, cooling 
equipment, water distribution systems, etc.). Event coordinators should then decide on a 
άgo, no-goέ for event continuation based on investigation findings. Consideration should 
also be given to the status and condition of the buildings and systems of the Sunrise Ranch, 
apart from the music festival. Festival attendees may decide to leave the area on their own 
and apart from direction from event staff. Event staff should be prepared to manage an 
exodus from a portion of the attendees.

N. Act of Violence  

Acts of Disorder 
Civil disturbance includes acts such as riots, acts of violence, insurrections, unlawful 
obstructions or assemblages, or other disorders prejudicial to public law and order. These 
acts may be spontaneous, such as when a group of people suddenly and unexpectedly 
erupts into violence, or it may be a planned event, such as a protest designed to 
intentionally interfere with lawful business or activity. Social media can be leveraged to 
mobilize and organize crowds quickly. The number of people involved in these disturbances

can range from small groups up to many thousands of people, and may result in hundreds of 
arrests. Critical Facilities such as government buildings and police stations are frequent 
targets for civil disturbances. 
 
Until recently, most of the civil disturbances in Larimer County have been centered on or 
near the CSU campus had resulted from out-of-control parties or celebrations. In recent 
years, the County has seen several protests around political or social causes with most of 
these events being peaceful; however, there been a few protests that have turned violent 
when two opposing groups have engaged with one another. Considering recent civil 
disturbances across the Country, regional fire agencies in Larimer and Weld Counties have 
begun a dialogue on developing a regional strategy for addressing such incidents. 
 
It is difficult to predict when a civil disturbance may erupt, making the probability of 
experiencing a civil disturbance event difficult to quantify. Historically, the County has 
experienced a significant civil disturbance once every 4-5 years. Based on historic record of 
previous events, it is reasonable to assume that civil disturbance activity will be most 
probable during annual sporting events, holidays, or following nationwide triggering events.  
 
Bomb Threat 
Explosives seem to be the weapon of choice for terrorists.  Less than 5 percent of actual or 
attempted bombings are preceded by a threat.  The lack of prior notification makes 
casualties more likely than if a notice is given.  Explosives can deliver various levels of 
destruction and can provide a vehicle for the dispersal of chemical, biological, incendiary, 
and nuclear agents.   
 
As a subset of explosives, incendiary devices have been used by terrorists because they are 
flexible tools capable of causing property damage, loss of life, and panic. Incendiary devices 
continue to spread until fuel is gone or the device is extinguished. Incendiary devices may 
be stationary (placed), hand-thrown (Molotov cocktail), or self-propelled, such as rockets or 
rifle grenades. 
 
At every event, people will leave some items unattended.  Public safety officials should 
decide beforehand how to handle these items. The event staff can assist Law Enforcement 
by sharing information on abandoned bags or backpacks and the location of areas that 
could be used for potentially concealing a device. 
 
Active Assailant 
Special events and mass gatherings, particularly in smaller communities that have not taken 
adequate preventative actions, have become a perfect recipient for mass shootings because 
of the large number of people, media coverage, and the high-profile impact if a terrorist 
strike. Special events may appeal to terrorists for any number of reasons, including an 
anniversary date, religious holiday, a particular location, the nature of the event, or those 
who will be included among the attendees. 
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Local emergency services should work with the state fusion center to identify terrorist 
organizations that may be attracted to their event and can prepare accordingly. These 
agencies should assure that response personnel are adequately trained and equipped for 
responding to terrorism and suspected terrorism, and how to mitigate any potential 
terrorist incidents. Planning and intelligence gathering are necessary activities for law 
enforcement personnel during event planning.   
 
Some assailants my use weapons other than firearms, such as a knife or cutting instrument, 
as well as hands and feet, or other weapon of opportunity. The most common weapon used 
in America are handguns, followed closely by rifles. Event coordinators and emergency 
services should be aware that it will be impossible to completely prevent the presence of 
weapons from being at the music festival. 
 
An attack on attendees by an assailant with a gun, will most likely cause a spontaneous 
evacuation, first from the area near the first victim(s) and then spreading outward as the 
event unfolds, or as event staff share emergency safety actions with attendees. This type of 
evacuation will be the most difficult to manage, mostly due to the active threat to all people 
in the area, to the deeply fundamental instinct to flee from gunfire, and to heighten 
emotions all-around.

¶ Establishing a clear chain of command, based on role/responsibility 
¶ Having point of contact details of local emergency services and authorities 
¶ Having an emergency alert system for event staff and attendees 
¶ Having primary and secondary methods of communication with attendees 
¶ Establishing specific evacuation procedures for each area in the event footprint 
¶ Establishing exit routes and having highly visible markings 
¶ Identifying locations of designated safe areas and assembly points 
¶ Providing emergency service agencies with maps and other event information 

 

A. Operational Management System 

The direct management of an evacuation should be provided and follow a strategy. This 
management will be accomplished best by a collective of decision-makers from emergency 
services and a representative from the Festival Management Team (FMT) working together, 
known as a Unified Command. This organization will implement the standards of the 
Incident Command System (ICS) and all operations will be managed under the leadership of 
a Unified Command (UC).

The UC organization consists of the decision-makers from agencies and a representative 
from the FMT operating together to form a single command structure.  UC approach results 
in jointly-formed priorities, a single set of objectives, improved flow of internal and external 
information, and less duplication of efforts.  
 
Through ICS, a chain of command is established for each person who is working at the 
event. Each person will report to and take direction from only one supervisor, who in turns 
reports to only one supervisor, and so on. This makes the assignment of tasks and the 
sharing of status information more efficient, and reduces confusion and redundancy. 
 

B. Points of Contact 

All members of the UC and the FMT should share their contact information prior to the start 
of the festival and updates should be shared each morning /  start of the next operational 
period. These lists should also include vendors, service providers, and other critical points of 
contact. 
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C. Alerting System 

The FMT should establish a means for alerting festival attendees with emergency and 
critical information. In addition to the use of stage audio/visual equipment, the FMT will use 
the Everbridge Keyword, as established by the Larimer Emergency Telephone Authority 
(LETA). Other alerting systems, such as airhorns or as defined in the festival Emergency 
Operations Plan may also be used as backup systems to the Everbridge Keyword system. 
 
The Everbridge Keyword system enables users to opt-in to a festival group to receive 
messages from emergency services specific to the festival. The messages can be sent by 
on=scene emergency personnel, 9-1-1 dispatchers, and by pre-selected, trained event staff. 
Festival attendees can sign up by scanning a QR code or by texting the keyword to 888777.

D. Notifications and Communications 

The FMT should establish primary and secondary methods of communication for two 
purposes: (1) communications between event staff, and (2) one-way information sharing 
with festival attendees for non-emergency information. This means that there should be 
one dedicated system for event staff, another system for one-way communications with 
attendees, and at least one system that can be used as a backup for either of the other two 
systems. The availability of cellular services in Eden Valley may limit viable options for 
primary and secondary communication systems. The FMT will use traditional telephone 
landlines as the secondary communication system. Upon request, local Ham Radio 
Operators may be available to provide additional backup communications to the festival. 
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Communications between the Event management staff and the Unified Command will be 
determined and facilitated by the FMT representative who is serving as a member of the 
Unified Command staff.  

E. Evacuation Procedures and Routes 

The evacuation procedures and routes for each area in the event footprint will are detailed 
in Section XI. The annexes of this plan include maps and position-specific action checklists 
for ease of implementing an evacuation. The body with additional background information 
and context that may be helpful when a revision to this plan is necessary.

A. Direction and Control 

As mentioned in the previous Section, an ICS organization will be established and used to 
manage all emergencies that occur at the festival site. In ICS, each person will be assigned to 
a working group or unit, that works with a collective of groups, known as a Section. Each 
Section will have a supervisor, known as a Section Chief. Each of them reports to a leader in 
the Unified Command.
